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When the Della Torre Hoffer Valassina family 
married into the family of the Hohenlohe 
Waldenburg Shillengfurst princes in 1848, 
Il Borro became their summer residence. 
According to the fashion of the times, the 
Hohenlohe built a stone and brick villa adjacent 
to the village, and over the ruins of an earlier 
home. At the beginning of the 20th century, 
ownership passed to Savoia Aosta and then 
to the current owners, the Ferragamo family, 
which began the process of restoring the villa 
to its original magnificence.
